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Saturday:  Depart USA for Scotland on your overnight flight.   
 

Sunday: Arrive Edinburgh & travel to Stirling & Luss 

After you clear immigration and customs, your driver/guide will be waiting to take you north -west to the town of 
Stirling (William Wallace Country) to take a tour of Stirling Castle.  Later the journey continues through the lower Trossachs National Park 
though Drymen and Balloch as you make your way to the village of Luss on the shores of Loch Lomond for overnight.

Monday: Loch Lomond to Skye

Potter movies.  Arriving in Mallaig we board the ferry taking us across the sea to Skye. After docking on Skye we make our way to our hotel 
for overnight with the evening at leisure to enjoy dinner on your own .

Leisurely breakfast before making our way across to Dunvegan Castle, home to the Clan McLeod.  After exploring the castle and gardens we 
journey along the south western edge of the island to Talliskar Distillery where we take a tour and taste a wee dram of Scotch.

Time to explore and 
perhaps do some shopping before we make our way back Dundee for overnight. Tonight 

explore some of the local restaurants for dinner on your own.  
 
Friday: Dundee to Edinburgh 
Following breakfast, travel to Perth and visit Scone Palace where many of Scotland's Kings were crowned.  After morning coffee and scones we 
will make our way to Edinburgh where you will experience an overview of the city before checking in to your hotel.  The after noon is free to 
explore the city on your own.  Farewell dinner this evening with traditional Scottish Entertainment . 
 

Saturday: Edinburgh to Home
